English and Maths

involve the skills of inference and deduction. Within Maths, we will
ensure children are secure and confident in performing operations
with fractions and are able to use and understand ratio and algebra.

Your child will continue to receive their home learning tasks on a Fri-
day, to be handed in the following Wednesday. Please can we ask
that you go through home learning with your child to ensure they are
completing work to the best of their ability, before handing it in. We
are trying to encourage the children to apply

read regularly at home and practise their times
tables.

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All children should have a log in for SATs Bootcamp and have been
shown how to use this resource by their teachers.

It has a range of tasks, tests and explanation videos of English and
Mathematics task that will support the children in their year 6 learn-
ing. Please encourage your child to access this at home. If, your
child has misplaced their login, their class teacher can provide a
replacement.

There will be a year 6 SATs information evening that is planned to
take place in school on Wednesday 26th February at 6pm. Mrs
Gmitrowicz will send further details nearer the time.

We do encourage all of the children to wear a coat to school, espe-
cially during these wet and cold months, as many of them are turning
up to school with just a fleece, which, if wet, they can not wear in
class.

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Our topic this term is ‘Perspectives’,
looking at rainforest environments around
the world, where possible we have linked
the following curriculum areas:

Science

Geography

making comparisons between life in different
rainforests around the world.

Music
Following cyclical patterns based on rhythm and pulse.

RE

Children will study the concept of Ummabh in Islam and
discuss the meaning of the resurrection in the Easter
story.

PSHE

Learning about how the media influences us.

French
Children will learn about names and places.
